The team starfed out with a classic red, white and blue look, but phased out blue in favor of yellow in the early 70's.

Black, which was added in the mid-90's, is replaced by blue in 2007, while yellow is
replaced by silver fo create a dramatic red, blue and silver color combination.
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The team moves
again. This time

the Hawks will play

for St. Louis.

1951

The franchise relocates
fo Milwaukee and
becomes the Hawks.
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1946

The franchise is formed as the
Tri-Cities Blackhawks of the
National Basketball League.

1968

With the move fo Aflanta,

the feam becomes what it is fo
this day: The Aflanta Hawks.
The team infroduces a new
light blue uniform,
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The 71/72 jersey has a radical
change in color, shape and

logo design. The predecessor

of the “Pacman” appears for the

first fime. Despite mixed reactions
from the fans and league, this

can be considered one of the most
revolutionary designs in NBA history.
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The Hawks go back to a
red uniform. The *Pacman”
logo is introduced and used
until the mid-90's.
